MORE INFORMATION ON THE AYURVEDIC ASTROLOGY COURSE

Vedic astrology, also called Jyotish, is the traditional astrology of India and part of the greater system of yogic
knowledge, with its profound wisdom and cosmic understanding. While similar to Western astrology in using planets,
signs, houses and aspects, it calculates these differently and adds many unique factors of its own. Vedic astrology is a
comprehensive tool of astrological interpretation, containing accurate methods for examining all aspects of life from
health to enlightenment. It has tremendous power both for prediction of specific events and for giving guidance on how to
live in harmony with the universe, helping us to understand and transcend the limiting influence of karma.

The current course is unique in that it teaches Vedic astrology with special reference to Ayurveda or Vedic medicine. This
distinguishes it from other introductory courses on Vedic astrology in which the Ayurvedic component is very small. This
makes the course of special interest to Ayurvedic students and to those looking to specialize in medical astrology.

There are no specific prerequistes for taking the course, except that the student should realize that the course can be
challenging and is not simply introductory. Additional reading may be recommended if necessary to make sure that the
student can handle the course material.

NATURE AND GOAL OF COURSE

This comprehensive program explains Vedic astrology in clear and modern terms, providing practical insights how to use
and adapt the system for the contemporary student. For those who have difficulty approaching Vedic astrology, the
course provides many keys for unlocking its language and its methodology, both in terms of chart interpretation and in
terms of the practical application of remedial measures.
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The goal of the course is to provide the foundation to enable one to become a professional Vedic astrologer. Its
orientation is threefold:

- To teach the fundamentals of Vedic astrology and chart interpretation through the planets, signs, houses, aspects,
yogas, divisional charts and dashas.

- To set forth the Vedic 'Astrology of Healing' (Ayurvedic Astrology) for those who want to specialize in this subject,
including an in-depth analysis of gem therapy, as well as the use of mantras and deities.

- To introduce the Nakshatras, Muhurta, Ashtakavarga and Vedic methods of timing, including the Vedic calendar
(Panchanga).

The course can be take as part of a longer training with the Vediic Institute, particularly relative to medical astrology and
astrological forecasting. It grants the student a special certification as an "Ayurvedic Astrologer" and leading to options for
further study in this field, both with Dr. Frawley and his colleagues.

No previous background in Vedic Astrology is required for those who want to take the course, but a background in either
Vedic or Western Astrology can be helpful, as well as some knowledge of Ayurveda. The course starts at a beginning
level, but goes into depth into its subject and is meant to be challenging. Since 1986 over three thousand people from all
over the world have taken the course, more than any other comparable course on the subject. It was the first such course
to be written by a westerner and has been continually updated over the years.

The current version of the course uses the books, Astrology of the Seers and Ayurvedic Astrology, by David Frawley, the
Nakshatras by Dennis Harness, and the Vedic Astrological Terminology CD of Nicholai Bachman and David Frawley.
This professionally produced CD contains the correct pronunciation of all main Vedic astrology terms and the planetary
mantras in the original Sanskrit. It comes along with a special booklet defining all the terms and mantras used.

COURSE AUTHOR

The course is authored by Dr. David Frawley (Pandit Vamadeva Shastri) and represents his approach to Jyotish,
attempting to make it relevant in the modern world without losing its traditional depth and spirituality. Dr. Frawley is
Jyotish Kovid (proficiency in Jyotish, 1993) and Jyotish Vachaspati (Professor of Jyotish, 1996) through the Indian
Council of Astrological Sciences (ICAS), the largest India based Vedic astrology organization, founded by Dr. B.V.
Raman, modern India's most famous astrologer.

Dr. Raman was also Dr. Frawley's main Vedic astrology teacher and hosted him for a number of talks and programs in
India while he was still alive. Vamadeva was the first president of the American Council of Vedic Astrology (ACVA) from
1993-2003. He is a patron founder of the British Association of Vedic Astrology (BAVA, 1998). He works with such Vedic
astrologers as Chakrapani Ullal, Dr. K.S. Charak, Dr. Dinesh Sharma, Dennis Harness, James Kelleher and Howard
Beckman.
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Dr Frawley is a noted writer on various aspects of Vedic science, Ayurveda, Yoga and Vedanta, including special courses
in Ayurvedic medicine and in Yoga and Ayurveda. The course uses two of his books on Vedic astrology and also reflects
his expertise in Ayurvedic medicine. He is one of the few individuals who is fully trained in both Ayurvedic medicine and
in Vedic astrology.

COURSE FORMAT

- The course comes in four booklets. Each booklet is 8 %2 X 11 and spiral bound for easy usage.

- There is a five year time limit on completing the course and we recommend a period of two years or it may be
necessary to purchase an updated version of the course material which changes over time.

TESTING AND TEACHER-STUDENT INTERACTION

- The course includes study questions and study exercises at the end of the nearly forty lessons. The course workbook
contains special charts for practical analysis.

- There are three detailed final tests consisting of up to one hundred questions, to be returned to the institute for grading.
Students can send in answers by mail or by email.

- Students can email or write the institute if they have additional questions based upon the course material. They can

also receive astrological readings from our staff but there is an extra fee. Note Consultations and Retreats section of the
website.

CERTIFICATION AND ADDITIONAL STUDIES
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- Certification for the course is given to students who answer all test questions satisfactorily, as well as options for further
study.

- The course takes about 200 hours of study to complete and provides 200 hours of credit in Vedic Astrology. It also
grants a special certificate of "Ayurvedic Astrologer Level I," offered only by this institute.

- Dr. Frawley is available to guide a limited number of tutorial students for those who want to continue studying with him
after the correspondence course. Inquire by email as to availability. This follows the guidelines of the ACVA tutorial

program and requires registration with ACVA. He can also provide additional training in Ayurvedic Astrology for those
who want to specialize in the astrology of healing.
